SUNY Upstate Medical University, Syracuse, NY


Students from Herkimer County Community College who are accepted by SUNY Upstate Medical University will be guaranteed full junior status upon transfer providing they have successfully completed all pre-requisite courses for their major as outlined in the agreement.  Students must maintain a required grade point average for the intended program of study as outlined below:


Cardiovasular Perfusion, BS, 3.3 gpa


Cytotechnology, BS, 2.8 gpa


Medical Imaging Science, BS, BPS, 2.8 gpa


Medical Technology, BS, 2.8 gpa


Radiation Therapy, BS, BPS, 2.8 gpa


Respiratory Care, BS, 2.8 gpa


Cardiorespiratory Sciences, BS, 2.8 gpa


Students are expected to maintain a 3.0 gpa for all science coursework.


Physical Therapy, DPT, 3.3 gpa


All science grades for Physical Therapy must be “B” or higher.

Early Admission/GOLD Program for High School Seniors:



Students will be accepted during their senior year of high school, (two years prior to their date of entry to a bachelor’s degree program at SUNY Upstate Medical University or four years prior to their date of entry to the Doctor of Physical Therapy program at Upstate), with guaranteed admission into one of the upper-division programs at SUNY Upstate Medical University’s College of Health Professions.  The decision to admit to SUNY Upstate will be at the sole discretion of the appropriate admission committee in the College of Health Professions.


Early Admission to Baccalaureate Degree Programs for College Freshman:



College freshmen may apply for early admission at any time during their first year of college.  If accepted, students will be guaranteed acceptance at the junior level, for third year of college.  Conditions of acceptance will be outlined in their acceptance letter.


Early Admissions to the Doctor of Physical Therapy (DPT) Program:



Students applying for Early Admission to the Doctor of Physical Therapy (DPT) Program can apply as high school seniors, or first, second or third year college students.
